The Evaluation & 
Treatment Center at 
OLV Human Services 
opened its doors in April

regional crisis of 18-month-long waiting 

lists for such critical services.

In the fall, students at the specialized 
schools that make up Victory 
Education were given a 
reason to celebrate.
